Memorandum of Understanding – Bonfring Technical Co-Sponsorship

1. Duration of MOU: This MOU addresses the rights and obligations with respect to the Conference Technical Co-Sponsorship Service.  This MoU can be renewed for future conferences.
2. Financial Liability: It is understood that financial liability for the Conference is the sole responsibility and obligation of the Association Party. The Technical Co-Sponsor will not share in the surplus of the Conference or be expected to contribute to the financial loss, if any. 
3. Bonfring Trademarks: Bonfring trademarks may only be used for conference promotion upon execution of this MOU. All publicity materials relating to this conference will use the Bonfring logo and state that the meeting is “Technically Co-Sponsored by Bonfring”. 
4. Exhibits Booth: If requested by Bonfring, the Conference shall provide, at no cost, exhibit booth, exhibit table or other means of promoting Bonfring membership and activities during the conference.
5. Bonfring Mission: The Association Party agrees they are familiar with Bonfring's mission, vision and commitment to quality standards for conferences and promises that the Conference will advance those goals. 

6. Copyright: If Bonfring is to be the owner of the copyright in the Conference publication, then the Bonfring Copyright form must be filled out by each author and provided to Bonfring through coordinator of event (Association Party). If Bonfring will not be the owner of the copyright in the Conference publication, but rather a permitted (licensed) user, written permission from a representative of the copyright owner (Association Party) must grant Bonfring the non-exclusive, irrevocable, royalty-free worldwide rights to publish, sell and distribute the copyrighted work for the Conference named above and any content derived from the copyrighted work in any format or media without restriction. Bonfring have rights to withdraw any work from publication, if it doesn’t obey the standard rules and regulation of Bonfring. In that case Bonfring reserves the right to assert a claim against the Sponsoring Party based on any liability arising from publication of the work.
7. Bonfring Trademarks: The Bonfring and Bonfring Related trademarks may only be used on Conference collateral material upon the prior written approval of an authorized representative of Bonfring.  

8. Proprietary or Confidential Information:  Neither party shall disclose to a third party Proprietary or Confidential Information of the other party.  Each party further agrees to act as trustee for any Confidential Information jointly created or acquired through the parties’ participation in this MOU. 
9. Term and Termination of Technical Co-Sponsorship: Bonfring’s technical co-sponsorship of the Conference shall conclude upon occurrence of the Conference.  Bonfring reserves the unconditional right to rescind its technical co-sponsorship if any of the terms or conditions set forth in this MOU is breached. 
10. General Terms and Conditions:  
Bonfring Digital Library and Indexing: Conferences with an approved MOU may be applicable for inclusion in Bonfring Technical Co-Sponsorship. The published articles that meet Bonfring quality review standards may be eligible for inclusion in Bonfring Digital Library. Bonfring reserves the right to deny publication of any paper that does not meet these standards.

Conference related communications such as conference website, email, direct mail solicitation, etc., should not reference or guarantee inclusions in Bonfring Digital Library until it is accepted by Bonfring review committee.  

Notices: Any notice given under this MOU to any of the Sponsoring Parties may be effected by: (i) email or, (ii) facsimile, receipt of which is confirmed by facsimile confirmation.

Counterparts: This MOU may be executed simultaneously in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.  If either party uses a scanned or facsimile transmittal, that copy shall be deemed to be an original.
